The Judicial and Jurisdictional Policy of the Russian Supreme Power

In a complex of the state transformations of the first half of the 18th century the judicial and juris-
dictional policy of the Russian Supreme power for indigenous people of the Areas of Volga region under-
went the changes directed to establishment of standard jurisdiction and systematic expansion of the legal
framework of the Russian Empire. The judicial system and jurisdiction continued to consider ethnocultu-
ral specifics of the population in the Volga region where powers on implementation of justice were delega-
ted to special bodies for increase in efficiency of local management and successful realization of state policy.
The special organization of justice for multiethnic groups of businessmen in Astrakhan where have been
founded court with the exclusive status for support of development of trade and economic relations, and
the principle of legal pluralism is authorized. Affairs with participation of Kalmyks and the faces of other
groups of the Russian citizens were in jurisdiction of the mixed court — Offices (Kontora) of the Tatar and
Kalmyk affairs; since 1752 in the border cities and at governors of the Kalmyk uluses there were represen-
tatives of imperial administration.
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
