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The article describes the making of the Slovenian statehood institutions in the first half of the 20th cen-
tury. The first attempt to create them after the end of the First World War was unsuccessful. The attempt
of state construction during the Second World War was successful. That time state institutions of Slovenia
were formed on the basis of Liberation Front organs and armed detachments associated with the Front. They
developed within the overall process of making the institutions of the new Yugoslav state. Slovenian poli-
ticians demonstrated both adherence to the common Yugoslavian choice, and the desire to put Slovenian
interests above Yugoslavia. It resulted in desire of a number of Slovenian officials to place Slovenia’s sove-
reignty above the sovereignty of the Yugoslav federation. The disagreements that arose on this ground were
resolved in favor of the federation.
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
