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The article analyzes the personnel of the Pskov district Prosecutor’s office of the Leningrad Region in the
early 1930th years — at a time when the activities of the bodies of the Soviet Prosecutor’s Office were still
regulated by the Regulations on Prosecutor’s Supervision in 1922 and the need for a new regulatory and le-
gal act to strengthen the organizational unity of this law enforcement institution of the state. The work is
written on the basis of archival sources first introduced into scientific circulation. According to the results
of the studly, it is concluded that the bodies of the Soviet prosecutor’s office in the early 1930s, primarily re-
gional and local levels, received a very large number of unprepared, with low educational and professio-
nal level of staff.
