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The article considers drafting of new rules on the establishment of periodicals in Russian Empire in 1905 with
an emphasis on archival materials and other sources. This paper analyzes legislation on the establishment of pe-
riodicals in the beginning of the XXth century, which had given to the Minister of Internal Affairs a right to issue
a permit for a new periodical. The article focuses on the discussion about this question on the Special Conference
for the Drafting of a New Statute on the Press, chaired by Kobeko D.F. Different opinions of advocates and oppo-
nents of the permitting procedure, including the point of view, supported by the Ministry of Internal Affairs, are
considered. The author concludes that the problem of the permitting procedure for the establishment of maga-
zines and newspapers and its abolishment was of principle importance for the press freedom in Russian Empire.
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
