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The article postulates the thesis that the revolutionary events of 1917 in the Russian public conscious-
ness are perceived in a dual way: as historical events and an instrument of the policy of memory and identi-
ty. The authors conclude that it is necessary to form a new narrative about the revolution of 1917 as an ac-
tual task of modern political discourse, in which the revolution, being included in a national historical myth
that does not abolish the possibility of developing its own relations to it within the framework of the policy
of memory, will no longer be used as a marker of identity, but will be perceived as a product of already ir-
relevant contradictions in our time.
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
