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The article presents the results of research of sources (texts of pec-chates and coins) reflecting the titu-
lature of the head of the Moscow state of the 16th century. It is established that the Grand Duke of Moscow
had the title “Gospodar” (“sovereign”), which is fixed in the sources in full or abbreviated form (‘IAPB”). The
use of the title «Gosudar» in this period by the Grand Duke of Moscow is not confirmed by sources.
