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The article reviews an important aspect of interaction of the justice category with the sovereignty notion,
ethical and legal constituents of legal reality. Kant in his Critique of Pure Reason defined this correlation
as submission of the common good to the common law. Sovereignty appears as some synthesis of these
elements. The combination of supremacy and service in the sovereignty defines the essence of government
power desiring to be just and limiting itself by law. The analysis is based on historical facts from the Roman
medieval and the new European history of law.
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
