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The article investigates the centrifugal and centripetal tendencies in the policy documents of politi-
cal parties of the national Borderlands of the Russian Empire (Ukrainian democratic-radical party, the
Peasant Union of Latvia, the Georgian revolutionary party of socialists-federalist, the Turkic party of
Federalists “Musavat” party, Armenian people’s party, the Baltic constitutional party, National dem-
ocratic Polish party and others). In addition, analyzes resolutions and other documents of the various
national congresses, the content of which is largely determined by the studied organizations. The par-
ty emerged in the national border regions of Russia, mostly supported the idea of preserving a common
state, but in the form of a Federation based on national principle. Self-determination within the Federa-
tion appear to the main national parties is possible with the approval of the national constituent Assem-
bly, however, there are also appeals to international structures. Most political parties that determined
the federalization or autonomy of its purpose, the requirements of independence in the subjects reached
the signs of the confederacy. The desire for a Federal form of state structure is particularly intensified af-
ter the February revolution in the context of a General weakening of national power center, reaching in
some cases to openly separatist demands.
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
