The Russian-Estonian Peace Treaty of 1920 and the Fate
of the Collection of Antiquities and Fine Arts of the Yuryev (Tartu) University

The Article is devoted to the complicated fate of the collection of the Museum of antiquities and fine arts
of Yuryev (Tartu) University. During the First World War, in connection with the German offensive and the
threat of occupation of Tartu, Imperial Tartu University was evacuated to Petrograd, and then transferred
to Voronezh. With him in 1803 there was a Museum of antiquities and fine arts, which exhibits, including
art works of world level, from 1916, are in Voronezh. Under the terms of the Russian-Estonian peace Trea-
ty of 1920 all the property of Yuryev (Tartu) University ought to return the Estonian side. However, to date
this has not been done.
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
