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The article presented review the basic principles of legislative regulation of social life in Russia during
the imperial period. In the course of two hundred years the most important theoretical and practical prob-
lems in legislative activity arose and were solved in an original way. Legislative policy and law enforcement
practice in a monarchical state could not be formed otherwise than by the decision of the emperor. Howev-
er, the Russian emperor acted not only as an institution of power, but he represented other hypostases. The
emperor was the subject of ruling for nationals benefit. This had the effect of fundamental importance the
contents of laws which approved by the emperor, and gradually form an idea of the rule of law, human dig-
nity and honor.
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
