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The article deals with the process of creating the judicial system of the Trans-Caspian region of the
Russian Empire at the end of the XIX-th and the beginning of the XX-th centuries. The peculiarities of the
formation and specificity of functioning, the hierarchy of the judiciary in the areas of settlement of Turk-
men tribes are revealed; the influence of Russian legislation on the customary law of Turkmen Adat is ana-
lyzed. The following are the most common features of the Turkmen justice: 1) the collegiality of all judicial
instances (the judge chosen by the population did not have the right to a sole decision, he was only a mem-
ber of the collegium), the variability of the judiciary , Publicity and publicity; 2) the subordination of the
Russian administration (bailiffs and district chiefs not only supervised, but in fact supervised the trial, be-
cause the local population is accustomed to seek justice not in court but at the head; 3) turning extraordi-
nary congresses of people’s judges into a legislative body introducing new norms into law; In the form of ju-
dicial precedents, written decisions, as more “just; “human’, ‘civilized’
