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The article gives a comparative analysis of the imperial, Soviet and post-Soviet state and legal
traditions in the framework of legitimation/delegitimation of formal (positive) law. The author'’s position
is that it is the personality of the head of the state (actual sovereign) that determines the stages (epochs)
of the national political and legal history. In such interpretation, the law making and law enforcement
processes basically stipulate legalization (making legal) of the state will personified in the declaration of
will of the head of the state. Judging from the direct link between the state, law and national idea, the
author suggests three triads, each of which determines the essence of the national (state) idea within the
local (singled out) cycle of the Russian statehood. These are Orthodoxy, autocracy, nationality for the
Russian Empire; communism, collectivism, internationalism for the USSR; multi-culturalism, economic
and legal individualism, general civil (Russian) nationalism for modern Russia. Judging from the Soviet
constitutional and historical tradition, the author comes to a conclusion about the ideological nature of
the Soviet constitutions, which having a formal status of a basic law (the USSR, union states — republics)
played largely an ideological role of socialist building stages related to specific leaders of the Soviet
communist movement.
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
