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The article based on archival and other sources, examines one of the most complicated and contradic-
tory periods in the history of Russian statehood: past year participation of Russia in the First world war; the
events of February 1917.; the destruction of autocratic statehood and the problems of regulation of the in-
stitution of captivity as prisoners of war the warring powers during this period. The analyzed events high-
light the imperfection and fragility of the mechanism of implementation of the key principles and emerging
norms of international humanitarian law, political hypocrisy of the ruling groups and clans in relation to
their own and other prisoners of war.
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
