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The article is devoted to the study of the historical roots of the constitutional legal responsibility of
officials in Russia (on the example of the Russian legislation in the XVIII — first half of the XIX century).
Based on the analysis of legislation and archival materials the characteristic signs of state policy that was
aimed to combate official crimes in the Russian Empire are determined and features of relevant judicial
practice in the province are revealed.
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
