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The article reveals the correlation between the ideas of ]. Bentham (the founder of classical
utilitarianism) and I. Kant (one of the main philosopher of German classical philosophy) on the modern

trends of utilitarianism. The connection between the work “Deontology, or the science of morality”
of . Bentham and the ideas of modern rule-utilitarianism is revealed. Also, the continuity between the legal

views of I. Kant, his ideas about the category of “common sense” and modern trends of utilitarianism was
revealed. At the same time, in conclusion, it is noted that the ethics of I. Kant, like J. Rawls’s Theory of Justice,
has a significant difference from the theories of utilitarianism, including modern ones. This difference
consists in the need to adhere to “unconditional morality, purified from all empirical’
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
