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This article reconstructs evolution of legal regime of staying of merchants from among the subjects of Ot-
toman Empire in Russia during the periods of the Russian-Turkish Wars of 1676—-1681, 1686—-1699, 1710—
1713, 1735-1739, 1768-1774, 1787-1791, 1806—1812, 1828-1829, 1877-1878, as well as the Crimean
War of 1853—1856. The author consistently comments the legal means used by the Russian legislature; he
analyses application of these legal means; he identifies the main trends and patterns of the investigated re-
gime within that time-frames. Further, the author concludes that in the 17"-19" centuries the investiga-
ted regime have evolved to both liberalization and harmonization. In doing so, the harmonization achieved
through the granting of merchants equal rights, irrespective of their religious affiliation.
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
