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The main tendencies of the development of voivodship management in the XVII century are considered
in the article in the Urals and in Siberia. The problematic aspects of the distribution of voivodeship manage-
ment in the history of the Russian state are analyzed. With reference to the Prikamie, the voevody appeared
in the 17th century to a large extent as administrators, who provided the necessary supplies for Siberia. The
author comes to the conclusion that in Siberia the role of the provincial administration as the conductor of

government policy and the guarantor of the territorial integrity of the state, in comparison with the admi-
nistration in the Prikamye, was more clearly manifested. The county government in Siberia was established
