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The article concentrates on analysis of changes in the Soviet Law in relation to small industry in 1921—
1922. Main principles of economic policy of the Bolsheviks and party leader Vladimir Lenin are genera-
lized in this article as well as its priority areas in regards to small industry are assessed, the most impor-
tant legislative and regulatory acts are emphasized, particularities of the Soviet Law in relation to private
capital in early twenties are identified. The author of the article comes to a conclusion that there had been
significant reasons for liberalization of the Soviet Law in the small industry while moving from war com-
munism to the new economic policy, but the liberalization, as well as economic transformation itself, was
restrictive and cautious.
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
