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The article is devoted to the identification and research of socio-economic and political-legal factors
contributing to the change and development of the legal status of illegitimate persons in Russia in the
19th and early 20th centuries. The analysis allowed the author to reveal the reasons for the change in the
number of persons born out of wedlock in the period under study, as well as to determine the prerequisites
for reforming Russian legislation in this area. Having investigated the dependence of the legal status of
illegitimate individuals on various factors, the author came to the conclusion that the status of persons born
out of wedlock and the internal policy of the state as a whole are subordinate.
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
