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The article is devoted to general questions of Arabic graphic book printing in the Muslim areas of the
Russian Empire. The author shows the reasons for which the lithographic way of the printing prevailed here
and also designates the common and inherent features in typographical business of separately taken Mus-
lim regions. In the article it is emphasized the meaning of mass issue of religious literature, the Quran,
which were published practically in all printing houses of the East of the Russian Empire. During the speci-
fied period a big amount of treatises on the Islamic law, theology, Sufism were also repeatedly printed, and
in each region there were own popular compositions of different mazkhab (Shafi’i, Hanafi) often. The lea-
dership in the edition of religious literature in the Russian Empire, certainly, belongs to Kazan, which has
become in 19th — the beginning of the 20th century the important center of Muslim publishing. The printing
exemplars of the famous treatises of the Muslim world issued in Russia had been used as textbooks in mak-
tabs and madrasahs. The student’s inscriptions on the margins of the copies which are stored in the state,
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private and mosque book collections of Dagestan and other regions of Russia and near and far-off foreign
countries, confirm this fact. The Dagestan old printed materials were shown fragmentary, because a num-
ber of researches of the author has been already devoted to it. In the present article there are provided lit-
tle-known data on subject of the old printing books, published in Central Asia, being almost not represen-
ted in the Dagestan book collections but very interesting to researchers (these books are available to study-
ing in the state libraries of St.-Petersburg).
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
