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The article discusses some organizational and legal measures to combat corruption in the Russian state
in the XV-XVIII centuries. Based on the analysis of the Russian legislation, as well as the fundamental
works of scientists on the problems of combating corruption and bribery in the territory of the Russian state,
the authors conclude that, despite the normative consolidation of punishment for corruption offenses, it has
not reduced the number of illegal acts committed due to the loyalty of the Supreme power to the dignitaries
and did not affect the number of bribes received by them. At the same time, anti-corruption measures were
continued in the code of laws of the Russian Empire of 1832 and the penal and correctional Code of 1845,
which served to develop the system of organizational and legal measures to combat corruption in Russia.
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
