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The theory of definition proposed by Bentham had a strong influence not only on the conceptions of
legal positivism of XIX" and XX™ centuries, but first of all on the methodology of the study of fundamen-
tal legal concepts. The main innovation of Bentham within the framework of his theory of definitions was
the paraphrasis — an original method of elucidating fundamental legal (and moral) concepts, the idea
of which consists in that when studying legal concepts one should consider not a single word, but a sen-
tence in which it is used. This, according to one of the researchers of Bentham’s theory, led to the revolu-
tion in semantics, namely, in recognizing the effectiveness of contextual definitions of abstract concepts
and in the idea that sentences, not words, are the “primary vehicles” of meaning. The article presents
in some detail the logical-semantic aspects of the theory of definition, as well as its significance for mo-
dern jurisprudence.
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
