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The article reviews the issue of legal justification of the right to delegated law making in social
democratic anti-Bolshevist state structures during the Civil War in Russia in 1918. The primary focus is on
the legal analysis of statutory acts of the anti-Bolshevist regimes in the Volga-Ural region and Siberia. In
the course of the research, the author attracts attention to the role of the All-Russian Constituent Assembly,
which became a symbol of struggle for the social democratic anti-Bolshevist camp. In the final part, the
author comes to conclusions about the role of delegated law making in further establishment of the legal
system.
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
