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The article is dedicated to the famous Russian historian and legal expert Doctor of History
Dmitriy O. Serov and a brief analysis of his studies concerning the establishment and development
of the Russian law enforcement authorities in the first third of the 18th century: courts, prosecutor's
office, fiscal service, investigative authorities.
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
