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Traditionally, the starting point in the formation of the institution of the postponement of punishment
in the domestic law are the norms of the Criminal Procedure Charter of 1864. However, in its development
this institution has gone a much longer way. To a large extent, the provisions of the Charter are not the
initial stage, but the outcome of this process. The emergence of norms related to the application of a delay
in serving a sentence to pregnant women and women with children was due to the development of Christian
and humanistic ideas that contributed to changing the perception of childhood and childhood by society. The
historical roots of the postponement institute go back to the 17th—19th centuries, when the regulations enacted
the postponement of the execution of death penalty, corporal punishment, references to pregnant women before
their resolution from the burden and women breastfeeding until the infants reached the age of one and a half.
The delay was formed in the criminal procedure norms. In the context of retrospective analysis, the use of the
term postponement of the execution of a sentence seems to be semantically correct. Historically, the purposes of
applying the delay varied from preserving the life of a potential child to providing natural feeding as the most
optimal for an infant, but always were dictated solely by the care of the child.
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
