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This article discusses the problems associated with the establishment of large-scale restrictions on the
right of citizens of the Soviet state to freedom of movement, introduced during the passportization of the 30s
of the twentieth century in the USSR. The restriction of the right to freedom of movement affected almost all
Soviet citizens, however, to the greatest extent it affected the situation of the peasantry. Passports were not
issued to rural residents, which actually meant that peasants could not leave their place of residence at all
and were re-attached to the land, as in the times of serfdom.
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
