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The article discusses the judicial functions of the governor of Prikamye in the XVII century. Prikamye
in relation to the specified time period was represented by Cherdynsky, Solikamsky and Kungursky
districts. The main milestones of the formation of the judicial system in the studied chronological period
are sequentially characterized, the main features of the court in the Kama region are identified. The author
notes that because of the remoteness of the Urals from the central government, the voivods felt that they were
masters of the situation and abused their powers, including in the judicial sphere. The sources noted a large
number of precedents that the voivode had to disassemble, guided by logic and customary law. Compared
with the central part of the Russian state, local administrators were more free to make decisions.
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
