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The article deals with the practice of decision-making judicial authorities of the nomadic peoples of Si-
beria. The aim of the work is the analysis of relations of the mini team (family, genus...) status and individ-
ual person’s status in the customary law of the nomadic peoples of Eastern Siberia. The person’s status is
seen as a manifestation of social value for the community, family (mini team) and social values of the per-
son. Features of the economy and living conditions hampered the allocation of the individual person’s sta-
tus, therefore, belongs to the team was of great importance. Analysis of practice of making verbal violence
and the scientific literature shows that one of the most important factors determining the ratio of judicial
authorities in deed had a reputation. Reputation (social value) of a person consists of two components: the
attitude of society to the collective, which person is part of and the individual’s reputation. Reputation of
a person is considered by authorities as proof of guilt or not guilt, truthful testimony, etc. Author identifies
criteria for determining the team status and person’s status in criminal law. At decision making was taken
into account reputation all participant process.
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
