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The article examines the practice of application of sanctions for disciplinary offences against the police

officers of the city of Omsk in the beginning of XX century the Sources of the study were orders for the Omsk
city police, including non-published and for the first time introduced into scientific circulation. We identi-
fy and analyze the misconduct of police officials and used against the perpetrators of the punishment. It is
concluded that the main types of penalties used were arrest for a period of not more than 7 days, deduc-
tion from salary, appointment on duty out of turn. The practice of imposing disciplinary sanctions basical-
ly corresponded to the norms of the criminal and correctional punishment Code of 1845 (with subsequent
amendments and additions).
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
