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The article is devoted to the question about the forms and types of systematization of legislation, im-
plemented in the legislative process of Russia in the first quarter of the XVIII century. It is shown that in the
described period, the Russian legislator used the traditional general codification of legislation, and also for
the first time applied industry codification and incorporation in the legislative practice. On the basis of ar-
chival sources, it was substantiated that the codification of general civil legislation was carried out in isola-
tion from the codification of military legislation. The article describes in detail Russian incorporation col-
lections published in 1718—1725 and suggesting their foreign legal prototype.
