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This article discusses the socio-legal aspects of the situation of national minorities of the Bryansk province
in the 1920s. The activities in the field of study were directed by the party and Soviet structures represented in
the study period by the Department of national minorities at the People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs of
the USSR, the Council of national minorities at the People’s Commissariat of Education, the Central Commis-
sion on national minorities at the All-Russian Central Executive Committee. In the Bryansk province, the work
in this area was regulated by the propaganda Department of the provincial Committee of the CPSU (b), the sub-
Department of national minorities, the Council of national minorities, and individual national sections. As in
any activity, there were achievements and shortcomings, but it was possible to reduce their negative impact in the
implementation of more balanced and coordinated policies in relation to activities among national minorities.
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
