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The article analyzes the history and features of the application of the Falcidia Act in the ancient Rome
law. In course of the research the author uses translations of fragments from the most important mon-
uments of Roman law — Justinian Code and Novels, which have not been published in Russian before.
The adoption of the Falcidia Act limited the freedom of testamentary dispositions regarding the size of the
legate. It was made to protect the property rights of testamentary heirs, who since then had a right to a quar-
ter of the property of the deceased (Falcidian quarter). Later this law was extended to cover other trans-
actions in contemplation of death — fideicommissa and gifts. The auther concludes that during the peri-
od of Empire (especially in the legislation of Emperor Justinian) the scope of Falcidia Act was limited which
threatened property rights of testamentary heirs.
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
