Regulatory Framework of Functioning
of Administrative Justice of the Provisional Government
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The article reviews historical and legal conditions of establishment of administrative justice in
Russia of 1917 and the main tasks assigned to administrative justice authorities by contemporary
law scientists. Based on an analysis of the Regulation of the Provisional Government
On Administrative Courts of May 30, 1917, the publication characterizes functioning principles
and structure of administrative justice authorities in Russia in 1917. The author concludes that
establishment of the system of administrative justice showed that the Provisional Government was
motivated to strengthen discipline and legality and create prerequisites required for development
of civil society in Russia.
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
