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Complex social relations, associated with the development of the Arctic, cause difficulties in the devel-
opment of a special legal regulation of these relations at the international and national levels. Despite this,
the Arctic is currently being actively developed, which encourages the doctrine to form scientific ideas about
the concept of “Arctic law” and to justifies the development of a special branch of law “Arctic law’ The arti-
cle presents the main views on the definition of this concept and concludes that the Arctic law is not official-
ly recognized, but is being formed as the branch of law.
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
