"Prehistory’ of Parliamentarism in Russia
from the IX to the XVII Century: Peculiarities of National Development
of the Constitutional Law Theory and State Building Practice

The author considers the first period of development of parliamentarism in Russia, which is conditio-
nally referred to as the stage of ‘prehistory” of the national parliamentarism. It is noted that 9-17 centuries.
in Russia are characterized by the activities of bodies remotely resembling parliaments — people’s congres-
ses, princely and boyar dumas, the senate. However, it is concluded that these bodies can not be considered
either parliaments or even estate-representative institutions, since they were formed, as a rule, on the ba-
sis of the principle of appointment and performed judicial, administrative and legislative functions with the
monarch. At the same time, in the politico-legal thought of the country of this period, ideas arose about the
need to limit the tyranny of the emperor with the help of conscience, the law and even the caste-deliberative
body, the possibility of overthrowing the monarch who does not care about the subjects begins to be justified.
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
