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By the beginning of the XIX century, the Main post office (Postal Department) occupied an interme-
diate position 2 in the system of state administration institutions of the Russian Empire. As early as 1782,
the Main post office (Postal Department) was separated from the Board of Foreign Affairs and became
an independent state institution. However, the Main post office (Postal Department) did not have the le-
gal status of a College and only by its actual position in the system of public administration institutions
could be considered close to the colleges. The Main post office (Postal Department) continues to operate
until 1806, when it loses its independence due to joining the Ministry of the Interior and in 1811 is trans-
formed into the Postal Department of the Ministry of the Interior.
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
