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The article is devoted to the understanding of theoretical and legal views on legal science and legal
education of the outstanding Russian educator of the second half of the XVIII century, the first Russian
Professor of law S.E. Desnitsky. The author substantiates the special significance of the chronological stage of
the second half of the XVIII century for the origin of theoretical and legal thinking and domestic legal science.
The author reveals the reasons that prompted people to practice law, and concludes that the emergence,
development and isolation of legal science is directly related to the complexity of social relations in a state-
organized society. The article deals with the problem of teaching law in the framework of University education
in the context of the educational process in Russian, as well as the creation of departments of theoretical and
practical law. The most important parts of jurisprudence are explained by appropriate examples.
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
