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The researchers attempted to the structured system analysis of Julius Evola’s views. He is one of the
most meaningful philosophers, which has been received almost no attention in the Russian academic
community. The authors recognize the fact that the Italian thinker has not an entire and definitive
structure of politico-legal views collecting in a single work. For this reason, the purpose of the article is a
complex reconstruction and critical analysis of his views. Isolated structural elements in the various works
were analyzed and combined to the integrated system of thought. Hence, the authors drew a conclusion
that Evola had right-wing views in a conservatism, traditionalism, and reactionism. ‘The Idea of tradition
dominates society and politics, — he was rigid in this belief.
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
