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The article reveals the features of the structure of the occupation regime that emerged during the
Great Patriotic War on the territory of the Leningrad Region. The functions, principles, main tasks and
methods of functioning of various bodies of the occupying power in the region are characterized. It is
concluded that the mobilization and repressive measures of the occupying authorities against the civilian
population of the Leningrad Region and the punitive activities of the invaders for political and national
reasons prevail.
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
