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Based on the application of historical, comparative legal, hermeneutic methods, the article examines
the segment of social and economic policy and social security law in the USSR during the Great Patriotic
War in terms of state support for mothers with many children. A detailed analysis of the system of
legislative acts of the pre-war and war periods of the USSR on social support of mothers with many
children, respectively, from the date of adoption of the Constitution of the USSR in 1936 to 1945, is carried
out. The author focuses on the compliance of normative legal acts of the Presidium of the Supreme Council
of the USSR, USSR Council of People’s Commissars with Article 122 of the USSR Constitution, which
guaranteed state aid to mothers with many children and single mothers, even in wartime conditions.
The expansion of social guarantees and benefits for mothers with many children was clearly pronounced,
and the social obligations of the Soviet state to this category of citizens extended up to the establishment of
personal responsibility of officials of executive bodies from local to republican and union levels for failure
to comply with relevant legislative acts. Some of them had legal effect until the 60-80’s XX century; certain
conceptual provisions of these acts probably as a tribute and respect for the history of the USSR and the
heroic Victory in the Great Patriotic War are preserved in modern Russian legislation.
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
