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In the article an attempt of rethinking the criteria of statehood and international legal personality
under the conditions of the contemporary global crisis is undertaken. Two major trends of the
transformation of international legal order are emphasized: the formation of the imperial entities, ‘the
greater spaces, on the basis of the most developed nation-states and the fragmentation of national legal
orders with the destruction of state institutions in the fragile countries. Arguing that contemporary ideas
on a state and statehood appear as the results of the European history, author proves the actuality of the
pluralist approach to the patterns of political and territorial organization as well as of the breakdown with
the doctrine of a sovereign nation-state as a universal unit of the international legal order.
