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In the present article the author analyzes the growth of homelessness in the early years of Soviet
power. Since the early 1920s, the state has paid close attention to the educational work on minor children.
The course was taken on the physical and moral preservation of the child, improving the conditions of his
life and work. This required additional material resources. The Soviet state sought to reduce the severity
of the problem of combating homelessness, in this regard, it has become actively involve the public.
The author concludes that during the period under review the state authorities developed an integrated
approach to solving the social problem of minor children. As a result of the enormous work done to reduce
homelessness, the number of institutions for children left without parental care declined sharply in the first
decade of Soviet power.
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
