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The article reveals the main sources of origin and features of the formation of philosophical and legal
ideas about the legal law in Hellas at various stages of its historical development. Legal law as abstract-
idealistic definition expressing a requirement (the essence) law in this period has no established legal
mechanism for achieving, it exists only in the philosophical views of thinkers as rational orientation of
positive law in an objective, fair, moral, appropriate to the nature and content etc. To confirm this argu-
ment, the doctrinal views of thinkers of various stages of historical development of Ancient Greece, one
way or another influenced the rational understanding of the essence of the laws, in particular, the tea-
chings of the ‘seven sages; ‘school of Pythagoreans, Heraclitus of Ephesus, Democritus, sophists, as well
as thinkers of ancient classical philosophy (Socrates, Plato and Aristotle) are given.
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
