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The article discusses the issue of acquisition of property by the monasteries in the order of succession
of the XVI—XVII centuries. Two types of inheritance are investigated: by will and by law. Changes in
legal regulation are traced. Analyzed legal documents such as Russkaya Pravda, kormchaia, sudebnik
1550, 1562 Decree, the Decree of 1572, the Cathedral Code of 1649 Compares the transfer of ownership
of the property on spiritual literacy and independent reading and writing. The author comes to the
conclusion that the main difference between them is that the spiritual Charter comes into force only
after the death of the subject, and the contribution can be made both by the subject during his lifetime
and by his relatives after his death.
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
