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The review analyzes a collective monograph on the formation and development of a law enforcement
system in the Vologda Region. Books are written on a wide and varied source base. The structure of the
study is built on the problem-chronological principle. Particular attention is paid to the legislative foun-
dations of the functioning of police and police institutions, the personnel of law enforcement agencies
and the main areas of their official activities. The monograph contains extensive material on the practi-
cal specifics of the work of the internal affairs bodies in the conditions of the studied region. For the first
time in historiography, the appearance in the Vologda Region of authorities with police functions in the
9t — 17 centuries, the formation of the police in the system of state administration in the 18th centu-
1y, the structure and functions of the city and district police of the Vologda province in the 19th and early
20™ centuries are considered. A significant part of the book is devoted to the activities of the internal affairs
bodies of the Vologda Oblast in the 20" — early 21 centuries. The monograph details their structure and
material and technical support. Special sections of the book examine the struggle of police and the police
with criminal crime, economic crimes, theft of cultural property, contract killings, kidnapping, extortion,
illegal trafficking of weapons, explosives and drugs. The book contains significant statistical material on the
dynamics of crime and its detection in the Vologda Region. The book has great scientific and practical po-
tential and will be interesting to historians, legal scholars, and law enforcement officials.
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
