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The article analyzes the mechanism of legal protection of a treasury counterparty under a supply
agreement in the Russian Empire of the 19" — early 20" century. The main tools of such protection are
highlighted, their evolution is traced. The administrative and judicial procedures for the resolution of
disputes between the public supplier and the state are analyzed, the characteristic features and problems
of the application of the relevant rules in the Russian Empire are established. It was concluded that
the development of legislation followed the path of gradual weakening of the legal protection of the
supplier. One of the factors of this process was the revision of the legal positions of state bodies in terms
of determining the scope of rights of the treasury supplier in the event of a dispute with the treasury,
as well as the procedure for their implementation. It was noted that the norms of the legislation of the
Russian Empire of the 19 — early 20 centuries violated the key rights of the government supplier, and
also contradicted the principles of civil law. As a result of the generalization of certain positions of
domestic civilists, a list of provisions was formulated, the inclusion of which in the legislation on public
procurement would enhance the legal security of the public supplier, as well as increase the effectiveness
of legal regulation of the public procurement contract as a whole.
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
