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The article analyzes the experience of the State Duma in 1906—1917. Through the prism of the le-
gal construction of parliamentarism. The State Duma is recognized as the first chamber of parliament in
the history of our state, but this fact did not determine the existence of parliamentarism in Russia, since
the stage under consideration is characterized by a limited electoral right; the dominant position of the
emperor in the system of separation of powers; the formation of the legal design of the law, but without
the practical embodiment of the rule of law; lack of control functions of the parliament and its partici-
pation in the formation of other authorities; ineffectiveness of the protection of the rights of the opposi-
tion and ensuring communication of the population with the mechanism of the state; direct dependence
of the judiciary on the monarch. Therefore, the activities of the State Duma of the imperial period can
not be regarded as a full-fledged national representation.
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
