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The article considers the phenomenon of a multi-chamber representative body in the constitutional
system of Yugoslavia. The author considers the emergence of a bicameral system of representative bodies
in Yugoslavia and its subsequent complication. Particular attention is paid to the period 1963—1974,
when the number of chambers of the Union Assembly of Yugoslavia reached six. The author analyzes
the distribution of powers between the chambers, tries to classify them, explores the basic principles of
the establishment of a multi-chamber representative body, the reasons for their implementation and the
nature of subsequent changes in the composition of the chambers. Attention is paid to the relationship
of the constitutional principles of Yugoslavia and the concept of public self-government. Constitutional
amendments of 1967—1968 were analyzed too.
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
