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The article analyzes the terminology used in the Soviet legislation of 1917—1924 to designate the
powers of Executive authorities, as well as the characteristic features of the normative consolidation and
implementation of such powers. The author identifies the stages of development of legal regulation of
powers in this historical period and comes to the conclusion that with the adoption of the Constitution
ofthe USSR in 1924, consolidation of the powers of Executive authorities in certain normative legal acts
became one of the main features of such regulation. The adoption of typified acts about commissariats
let to classify their powers and, as a result, made it possible to systematize Executive bodies activities.
In addition, the article notes that the regulation that developed in the historical period under review
also affected the content of existing normative legal acts. Continuity in them is preserved both in terms
of terminology, and in terms of legal consolidation of powers, granting them and their implementation.
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
