The Understanding of Legitimacy by J. Habermas and Some Issues

The purpose of this article is a philosophical and legal analysis of the concept of the legitimacy
of J. Habermas in the context of modern political and legal realities (with specific examples from the
history of the USSR and modern Russia). So, the value of the legitimate rule of the political regime,
the established state and society is a single value complex, which is based on compliance with citizens’
expectations. However, the consideration of the ideas of theorists of the legitimacy of power outside the
context of the legal and political environment, in which it can be realized most effectively, seems to lead
to a separation from the fundamental foundations of the government itself as a special form of activity.
The theoretical significance of this work is to clarify the key philosophical and legal aspects of the
concept of legitimacy of J. Habermas, and the practical significance is to use specific historical examples
(USSR and modern Russia) to consider this issue in relation to a legal and political environment.
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
